A STUDY of these stamps has led to the following conclusions, which this display

|, Two Dies were prepared, Die I was used for the 1 P.T, value only, Die II
was composed of three portions enclosed In a frame. ‘Lhe central porlion was usea
for ail values, other than the 1 P.T.

2. For the 1872 printing, moulds were struck in plnslér of Paris; this medium was
parlicularly badly mixed when ine moulds lor (ne 0 para were prepaied and i
consequence, buoples ol air tormed wnicn caused cnalacleristic while Laws to appedr
on the stamps, Similar white flaws, though less numerous, are seen on all ower
values (Intrmnsic flaws). Such flaws do not appear on e stamps of tne l8i%
printing ; which proves that fresh siereos were prepared, probably from moulds struck
in papier mache, for these stamps.

3. The stereos for the 1872 stamps were made of comparalively soff meta] and
many were damaged before printing began (Extrinsic flaws), All the slereos were
shaved, to prepare them for assembly in the printing forme: {his {rimming was
enskilfully performed, so that the outer frame line of the stamps varies considerably

in breadth, bu{ is constant for any given unit,

{ The stereos, when clamped in the forme, were separated by loose mefal s{rips:
These “spacers’ occasionally became displaced and when they rose took ink, which
caused lines in colour to appear befween the stamps

5. To proteet the printing surface from damage by pressure af the edge of (ne
forme. where the roller finished, a metal rule (usually duplicated), was inserted 4
short distance bevond the stereos, This took ink and printed in colour as a broad
line on the top margin of the sheet, though for two seftings of the 5 para it appears
on the right hand side of the sheet, This raised metal rule being continuous, (he
air between it and the adjacent stereos, when enclosed by the paper and compressed
by the roller, had difficulty in escaping. In consequence, the paper was raised
from the printing surface as the roller passed over the upoer margins of the fop
of final tow of stereos and the stamps from these stereos show 4 blurred or “blown "
upper edge ol (ne top or side frame line, respectively, of the design, This appearance
i characteristic of the final row of stamps on sheets printed by (ypograpny.

The stereos for the 1874 printing were surrounded on all lour sides of the forme
by an interrupled decorative pattern, made up from loose segments, No. compression
of air therefore took place and “blown” margins are not seen on the stamps.
