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A Romantic Raid Through the
FSSAYS OF OLD GERMAN ENTIRES()

Reminiscences by Dr. Max Zirker, Haifa,

l AM GLADLY responding to the Editor's request to follow the first part
of the Reminiscences of my activities as an Essay Collector of Old German
States Entires, by a sequel illustrated with photos which may appeal to
philatelists who are not specialising in this particular line, These essays of
postage stamps originate from the initial period of philately and were printed
i a few copies only, The majority of them have gone astray and the few
still in existence represent the only evidence of development of the postage
stamps under review, prior fo their public circulation, One can thus atfribute
to them unusual significance, similar to sketches and cartoons for paintings,
Each of the individual essays has a history of 1ts own.

OTHER CENTENARIES

It s the extraordinary history of the origin of most of these old essays
which prompts me to recall that in addition to the small number of 100
year old postage stamps mentioned in the philatelic press in connection with
the Centenary Exhibition to be leld in New York in May 1947, two other
Centenaries have occurred in Germany, contrary to the general belief that
the first German stamp was the famous Bavaria | Kreuzer black, issued on
November 1 1840, As I mentioned in the first article (“L'Orient Philatelique,”
Vol V, No. 58, April 1947, page 79), Brunswick in 1844 had issued a Franco
envelope for her Capital, which is frequently available Of this envelope, my
collection includes a hitherto unknown essay, a tnique piece, differing fron
the normal envelope only by being on paper watermarked with a cannon.

Bui, apart from that Centenary, there is another German Franco envelope
dating a hundred years back, namely from Thurn and Taxis, issued in 1347,
Although Turn and Taxis introduced postage stamps for the whole district
during the 1850's, there were nevertheless in- I847 Thur and Taxis Town-
Post-Envelopes for five Wurftemberg towns (Stuttgart,Ulm, Heilbrorn, Lud-
wigsburg and Reutlingen), since Wurttemberg, at that period, had not yet
issued postage stamps of its own. The existence of those Town-Post-Envelo-
pes of Thurn and Taxis became known to the philatelic world first in 878
through an article in the postal “Deutsche Verkehirszeitung.”  Shortly aiter
oublication of this essay, the envelopes themselves were traced. ~Moens, in
s “Timbres de office de Tour et Taxis” deals with the matter in- defail
He particularly mentions that they were issued in an ordinary size and
special size for ladies.

MORE OLD GERMAN STATES ESSAYS

But let us retura fo fhe reminiscences of some old (erman States, ”'.'{
yet dealt with, particularly Prussia to which the gregtegt interest |:°, dug, i
regard to quantity and beauty as well as (for the majority) the rarity o1 the
individual pieces.

It may be of general interest that the Prussian State Printing Press,
which also printed the postage stamps of most of the offier Old German
States. sent its Manager, Mr, Wedding, to England, fo study the installations
for mechanical production of postage stamps. Mr. Wedding showed parti-
cular interest in the patented Dickenson paper with impressed silk threads.
Upon this recommendation, expensive machinery was procured by means of
which a factory in Mark Brandenburg starfed production of that paper. The
first Prussian envelopes with impressed silk threads running diagonally
through the stamp, and in the same direction through the whole envelope,
are copied from English patterns. Also the form of the actagon stamps, used
for the higher values, originated from the same Source. Specimen sheets
of the English 10d. and Ish, stamp, issue of 1847, sent from England to
Berlin upon request of the State Printing Press, served as models for the
octagon-envelopes of 4, 5, 6 and T Silvergroschen,

The Reichspost Museum has been in possession of two different sels of
proofs of these envelopes. One set consisting of the values of 4 5 and 6
Silvergroschen, was printed on paper without silk thread, and is L;niquc* its
authenticity has never been confested.

1 am
of the opinion that, by my monograph, conclusive proof has been given as
to the authenticity of these Essays. Fouré, by the way, in the 1870's used the
octagons for forgery purposes, the dies having been put at his disposal by
the bona fide engraver Schilling with whom he had been on friendly terms. He
also made double-embossed stamp dies with the view to forging them, but
printed in 2 or 3 sets only, which, however, are easily recognized as such
by their color as well as by their paper ; nevertheless, they cannot be dis-
regarded by a systematic collector of Essays, as the beauty of the designs
ends them rather an attractive appearance. (Fig. 5, “L'Orient Philatélique”

Whereas the first isstes of the Prussian envelopes bore the head of
Friedrich Wilhelm IV, upon his death the King's head was replaced by the
Fagle, which Fowever, was then being printed in the upper right part of the
envelope instead of the left as before, with an overprint running diagonally
above the stamp over the whole envelope, From this transitory period the
author's collection contains some unique items proving that the Prussian State
Printing Press had first printed various envelopes with stamps of the same
value but in different colors, Then, the competent official allocated in writing
o each envelope the corresponding values for edch color,  The envelope
of 1 Sgr. (in the author's collection) with yellow and brown stamps were
hoth marked in handwriting “3 Sgr." the reason being that until then erve-
lopes of 3 Sgr. had been yellow, whereas it had just been fenfatively decided
(o choose the brown colour for this value, This decision apparently not then
being definite, the official wanted to withhold his final decision.

On November 20th 1047, the evening of the Royal wedding, six menbers of
the Bgypt Study Circle were guests of the Postal History Society al Od_d-em”"-“*
Restaurant wheve they were entertained af dinner by Colonel Crouch, President of
the Soclety, and later gave a combined display 1o illustrate the postal history of Egypt.

The representatives of the Circle were led by Brigadier Glynn Guylls, O.B.E
who, in his opening remarks when introducing his team, thanked Colonel Crouch and
the members of the Society for their genial hospitality and explained that at some-
what short notice he had taken the place of the Chairman of the Circle, Dr. Byam,
who was reaping (he benefits of a surgeon's kil in a London nursing home, from
whence he sent greetings fo those doing honowr to the Circle and added his sincere
1egrets for absence; af the same fime stressing his complete confidence in the six
stalwarts selected to lay bare the secrets of Egypt's postal past. He also regretied
the inability to attend of he representative of the Egyptian Legation, fo whom &
cordial invitation had been sent: the Royal wedding celebrations being the cause,

Capitulations, which remained as a curse unfo Egypt until abrogated after the
signature of the Anglo-Egyptian freaty in 1936, Though originally granted by Turkey,

Ou{standing among the specimens displayed by Mackenzie-Low were the set of
four essays for adhesive stamps proposed by Muzzi about 1863; a superb example
of the earliest (Type 1) frank used at Alexandria; two covers marked witn @ FRANCA
handstamp, one framed and the other unframed; and three particularly interesting
examples of combined franking, France fo Egypt, London to Egypt and Egypt w
France, in each case clearly demonstrating the important standing of the Posta Euro-
pea at that time,

Captain G. L, Hearn followed with evidence of the Consular postal seryices
which made the Posta Europea necessary. France, Greece, Austria, Great Britain
Russia ard Ifaly all operated a national post on Egyptian soil and are believed o have
done so in that order. Captain Hearn also produced a fine geries of the Egyptian
stamps used overseas in other Turkish territoires. He drew altention {0 two COVErs,
bearing Egyptian stamps, emanating from the Island of Rhodes where the Egyplian
Post Office was only open during the summer months while the Khedive was in
cesidence, Such covers with the Rodi postmark are extremely rare. The last of thg
Fgyptian offices in Turkey were closed early in August 1881.

Brigadier C. D. Rawson came next, to add details regarding British postal
activities and particularly the use of the Crown Circle Franks af Alexandria, Cairo
and Suez. His specimen of the last of these three franks, used during the advance
of the British force against Arabi Pasha in 1882, after the closure of the Consular
Post Office at Suez, is of outstanding merit and the resurrection of this frank is
ovidence of the confusion reigning before the arrival of the Military Postal Unit early

i August

Rawson made the following interesting statement—
