(1) and (2) can be ruled out as sources
of the retouches, as any flaw on either
Woud be reproduced 100 times, (3) does
provide retouches, but these are rare and
of great Interest as they are repeated on
the varlous paneg constituting the ma-
chine sheet, (4) is too easily replaced to
be worth retouching.

are not infrequently sold as stamps to
unsuspecting collectors,

The first printing of the § milllemes
was in a particularly bright and pleasing
shade of chestnut. The sheets bear no
control and with the 10 milliemes are the
only small-size stamps 1issued in this
condition. Of this first printing of the 9
milliemes I possess one sheet of 100 and
one mint hlock of 30, the top three rows
of the pane, with margins above and on
the left. Both show one of the most
interesting of all the retouches. Unit 3v
(Plate, Fig, 8) has a narrow vertical white
flaw extending from the upper margin to
the background above the fez, involving
the right side of the circle between the
two snakes, which has been roughly made
good by a serles of horizontal lines and
some Stippling, I have a third copy of
this variety mint, but so far have failed
to find a postally used specimen. Unit 4v
has a retouch of the background which
touches the fez half-way between the ear
and the top of the head-dress. This I have
also in a block of four, As neither of
these retouches was noticed on McNeille's
sheet C23 Type A, I think it may be
taken that his suggestion that these
sheets without control are merely an car-
ly state of C23 is without foundation, in
spite of the fact that Unit 35 shows tne
same small retouch, resembling a tuft of
hair in front of the ear, on sheets with
and without control and we may assume
that the “tuft” arose on the positive of
100 stamp-size units, I do not feel certain
that this is a retouch; which might
explain its absence from sheets from
certain cylinders prepared at a later date,
though we have no evidence that only
one positive for the 5 milliemes was used.
My sheet without control has perforated
marging on the left and below, and im-
perforate marging above and on the right
—& condition corresponding with my
mint block of 30, I mention this fact as,
50 far, we have no proof that the machine
sheet in this condition consisted of more
than 100 stamps, a possibility in view of
the experimental stage which still existed
when these first 5 milliemes stamps saw
the light of day. Later cylinders with
conrol numbers apparently printed four
or even more panes on a machine sheet.
As already stated, the hig stamps, ex-
cept LT, 1, were printed in two panes.
