It was a great pity to have been forced to cancel our
Behibition. But we had to, without option and in spite of ourselves. From
several quarters, particularly the United States, reports came in that eminent
collectors felt unhappy about sending invaluable exhibits i the uncertain
atmosphere ruling at the time. It was to have been a really great philatelic
occasion. From Britain we expected a matter of 30 to 40 first class entries,
The United States contemplated sending about 50 of their leading collections.
France had some 40 prepared, while Switzerland, Belgiu, Denmark, Norway,
Sweden Holland, Greece and Portugal were willing to contribute about 20
each, Inquiries were even received from Germany (Western Zone, of course)

and from the Latin States of South America,

An interesting feature would have been the entries of manufacturers of
Dhilatelic Accessories. Those gadgets so dear to the majority of collectors,
and not easily acquired locally. Some leading British houses were interested in
showing their best products, Yes indeed, it was to have been a treat ‘for
all stamp lovers. From all quarters messages of sympathetic understanding
were received and [ would profit by this opportunity opealy to place on record
our deep appreciation of the real collaboration we had from Jurors and Com-
missioners appointed by the Executive Committee in many countries.

The Early Packet Services,

The earliest records of a British Postal or «Ship Pacquets» Service under
the Postmaster for Foreign Affairs in Britain, are of boats being rowed or
sailed across the English Channel in 1633,

[n 1688 Falmouth was first used as a mail-packet' port by the Post
Office, selected for its location, as sailing ships in ports higher up the Chan-
nel might be held stormbound for days or weeks by westerly gales,

The first «Falmouth Packets» ran to Corunna and Lishon and later to

the West Indies and North America. By 1800 two packets a wegk were

To illustrate the discomforts suffered in traversing Eqypt prior to 1830
one reads travellers from India journeyed in native craft landed in Egypt
either at Kosseir on the Eqyptian shore about 250 miles down the Red Sea,
south of Suez or continued the sea passage to Suez. From Kosseir they
crossed the desert to the Nile about Luxor, and thence seiled down to
Cairo, This route was often quicker than the Suez route if winds were
adverse,

In 1836-37 Waghorn's Agency tried to develop the overland route through
Eqypt, and the choice of these two routes was offered.

From Cairo down the Nile travellers proceeded by native sailing craft
but later a tiny vermin infested steamer of Ghp, carrying about 10 people
was used, The journey to Atfe on the left bank of the Nile took a day and
a night and then passengers transferred to the Mahmoudieh Canal for
Alexandcia The canal was travetsed in a native track boat towed by horses.

A horablower posted in the bows gave warning to other craft fo clear the
way, On meeting one of these the horses had to be halted and the rope lifted

ovet its mast. The 48 miles of canal took anything from 12 hours or more
to traverse, It was oaly the passengers, however, who tra?relled. by this route,
