The paper deals with the early Postal History of the Sudan, from about
1873 when the Post Offices were tun by the Egyptians until about 1898, by
which time the Sudan Postal Services were firmly established.

Before coming to the actual postal services which were avalable in the
early days [ fear it will be necessary for me o give you a short History Lesson
to remind you of various events which took place in Notth East Africa in
the latter pat of the last century and in order to help you to follow my
remarks I have provided 4 maps which I hope you will find useful

[t must be remembered that Eqypt was a Province of the Turkish Empire

and was governed by a Khedive who was, at any rate in theory, responsible:

to the Sultan of Turkey for the good government of his Province, There was
10 frontier between Eqypt and what was later to be known as the Sudan and,
in fact, very lttle was known of Central Aftica.

In the early days of the 19¢th Centuty the Vice-Roy Mahomet Ali, began
to expand his province to the South and in 1820 he sent his son lsmail with
an amy to take over the country. [smail set up his headquarters at a village
which was later to be known as Khartoum but the local inhabitants appear to
have been somewhat displeased by this encroachment by Egypt and they
promptly murdered [smail and his ctalf while at dinner by burning down the
house in which the dinner was being held. |

When the actual date of closing s unknown it may reasonably be assum
ed that the offices closed automatically at or about the time that the particular
aistrict in which they were situated was overrun by the followers of the
Mahdi.

No stamps of the first issue of Egypt have been recorded as having been
used in the Sudan, but this is hardly surprising as the second isstie was curset
when the Post Office was opened at Suakin in 1867,

Of the 2nd issue only one example s known to me, a 2 Piastre in D,
Byam's collection used at Suakin in 1868, almost certainly on the 2lst
Augqust.

Stamps of the 3rd Issue are somewhat more plentiful as they were cur-
rent until 1879 by which time the majority, if not all, the offices were in oper-
ation and it is possible that all values exist used at Massawa, Suakin and

Fver since the death of Gordon in January 1885 the British public had
heen anxious to avenge his murder but the Government were unwilling to go
to the expense of a further expedition and intimated that any expedition
should be composed of the Egyptian Army, which, by 18% consisted of four-
tcen well trained battalions of Infantry commanded by the Sitda, Col. HH.

Farly in 1896, however, certain political events took place which altered
the position.

Our readers know that the Albani-Zeitouni Catalogue of Egypt stamps
published in 1948 mentioned in fine some Egypt stamps of the 1937 fssue,
overprinted «Oasi di Siwa, Occupazione Militare Italianay by the Italian Army
with the Afrika Corps under the orders of the Field Marshal Erwin Rommel.
