Preface :

I give here a translation, n places free rather than literal, of the des-
cription of the four types of second issue stamps, as given by Zeheri in
[rench,

These descriptive points are essentially the original ones first deseribed
decades ago. Anyone who has worked with these stamps knows that there
are numerous other differences, sometimes so evident as to be reconizable
even in the rather poor photographs in Zeheri. It is not difficult by stadying
3 few stamps to find little personal differences that are easy to remember
and make the task of recognition of the types much more efficient than
relying enfirely on the cumbersome classical descriptions. However, if should
not be forgotten that there are also small differences on each stamp in the
entire sheet, and one should be careful not to confuse these usually minor
differences with differences between the types.
