distorically, Bgypt was ruled by Ismail Pagha, and
although nominelly under Turkish jurisdiction wes virtuslly
{ndependent of Turkey, Ismail Pagha assumed the title of

Khedive in 1867, but the title was only confirmed by the
Sultan of Turkey in 1873,

Ibrahim Chaftar, a most distinguished philatelist
and indefatigable student, uncovered some very important
documents relating to this issue, These documents (see
hppendix "A") have helped considerebly in the study of this
issue, I will be referring to certain passages in these
documents to make points later.

(Editor's note: Appendix "A" will be included in this
number, for clarity, rather than wait until the article is
completed in future numbers),

The result of the discovery finally put to rest the
controversy as to whether the printings were dome by
Penagson in Alexandria or by the Khedive's Printing and
Paper Works at Boulac in Cairo, Ibrahim Chaftar, when he
produced the 1950 Zeheri, shows the two printings as being
done in Cairo, Mehanny Eid in & very clear article in

I also show you & second example (Appendix ,Callinjne ;Bfﬂ,l
out this time it is on the right hand frame, Exactly the
same thing has heppened as with the previous example.

I now show you verious stamps (Appendix C line P)
with damage to the outer frame lines, Note how it is
always the outer segment which is damaged, Please pay
particular attention to the following one piastre examples
(Appendix C2), and note how the damage to the "1" in the
bottom right hand value tablet extends right across and
into the inner segment of the outer frame line, but does
not affect the outer segment of the frame, I have not seen
an example where, in relation to this fault, the damege is
also to the outer segment - and I have looked at hundreds
of these stamps, '

The evidence I have put before you would suggest
that the outer segment of the outer freme line was mot
part of the stereo and could, therefore, have been edded
not et the die stage, but later, probably when the forme
wag being arranged, The suggestion that the oufer frame
wag present at the die stage and was fto hold the other
pieces together seems more prodable to me, but I feel that
this further evidence should be brought to your motice.

Reaching these various conclusions gives us @ fair
idea as to how the dies could have been rade (see Appendix D)
I would like to add another probebility to the previous
suggestion tnat the oval end design were first engraved end
then pressed into another die; it is that, not only were
the oval and design engraved in negative, tut also the
skeleton frame lines.
