Stereotype metal is an alloy of tin, lead and enti-
mony in varying proportions, Because of varying melting
points the antimony is added to the lead to give hardness
to the metal and to reduce contraction when cooling, and
the tin acts as 8 flux, To give even greater strength to
the alloy, copper was sometimes added,

When preparing stereos from Flong or Plaster of Paris
moulds, different methods are usually used,

For Flong moulds the stereo metal should be as cool
as 1t can possibly be and yet be fluid, but with Plaster of
Paris moulds the stereo metal and the casting box should be
as hot s it can be got without injury to the slloy, With
Flong the stereos are made in & casting box which is formed
of two cast iron plates, hinged together at one and or side,
and separated from each other by thin strips of steel, cal-
led gages, whose thickness determines the thickness of the
stereo, The Flong is laid on the lower plate and surround-
od on three sides by the gages, The upper plate or cover
{s then closed down upon the gages and clamped fast, thus
forming & box, with one end open to receive the stereo

The earliest method of paper meking was by the hamd
mould and later by machine, The principles are, however, |
the same, In the hend mould method, single sheets were
produced whereas the machines produce it in & continuous
roll, The hend mould is composed of three parts, The frame
usually made of mehogany, across which is stretched a fine
wire cloth supported on coarser wires; this wire cloth
determines the type of paper produced, The mould is comple-
ted by the "deckle", en additional frame which fits over the
wire tray and which determines the size of the sheet and in

| the machine process, the width of the roll,

The wire cloth (or dandy roll) is the most importent
part of the machinery because it is here that the texture of
the paper is determined and it is also here that the "water-
merk" is introduced into the paper; this is done by sewing
or soldering small pleces of wire, in the desired shape, to
the wire cloth (or dendy roll) at regular intervals,

When the pulp has been produced it is placed upon the
wire cloth and shaken to get rid of excess moisture and to
help the fibres to combine into the embryo paper, The hand
nade sheets were subjected to pressure to get rid of moist-
ure, first between felt cloths and then on their own, They

were hung up to dry,

Sizing took place when they were dry, They were
dipped into or passed through a solution of gelatine, with-
out this process the paper would be too absorbent, The

sheets were then glazed, or partly glazed, by passing betw-
een metal plates, this last process is known es "callender-

ing",

nade by the Khedives Paper and Printing Works at Boulac, An
enalysis of the fibres show a large percentage of Egyptian

This expansion and contraction is one of the major
causes of perforations being wrongly placed on the gheets,
The variation in the paper is so great that the sheets, be-
fore perforating, were usually graded into about six op
seven different sizes, The loss of printed sheets, due to
mtilation of the design by the perforating machine, could
be a8 high as 25% and, to overcome this, the American
Ireasury Department developed a technique whereby a magnetie
field was introduced around the belt conveying the pulp on
the wire cloth and forced the fibres to lie all in one des-
ired direction; the fibres being deposited in a position

transverse to the cylinder instead of parallel to the move-
ment of the cylinder,

INKS

Philatelically we are principally interested in inks,
or colowrs, in so far as they ere of agsistance in distin-
guishing one value from enotter of an issue; and as in the
case of the 1672 First and Second printings, in separating
the tWo printings, The way ink is mede and its behaviour
during and after printing is also of some interest,

Printing inks of this periods were almost certainly
made from finely gmund and milled mineral pigments, and

naturel mtter, Synthetic inks were not developed wntil

about 1838 end were not adapted for printing until about

1875, During this period all reputable printers manufactured

their owm inks, according to their requirements, The che-

nistry of ink making 1s too wmplex to be dealt with in
detdl here, but I will endeavour to explain, ag simply 88
poseible, what I consider to be of interest,

duce the range of colours for the 1872 printings it would
nave only been necessary to use o few basic colowrs, e

surface to the paper, resin was sometimes added to fix the
pigment to the paper, tallow added to make the ink water re-
sistant, and the whole had to be blended so as to produce an
ink resistant to squash, The speed of the printing wes de-

- pendent on the drying quelities of the ink, and although an

agent was sometimes used to accelerate drying, the normsl

- drying took place by absorption of the medium into the paper,

by gelation to a lesser degree and by evaporation; from this
last 1t can be seen that temperature and humidity pleyed an
important part in the process,

Professor Peter A, S, Smith, in 'L'Orient Philateli-

We are all interested when we notice that a value has
two distinct colours as opposed to 1t being of the same
colour, but of & different shade; by different colour I mean
the distinction between Ultramerine end Indigo or rose red
and Vermilion; these indicate that different pigments have
been used and are, therefore, of interest to the student,
Shades, in relation to the 1872 printings, which we know
were all done in ome printing, have & lesser interest, they
only indicate that there was: over- or under- inking, too
much or too little pressure, worn or dirty printing surfaces
and most probably are due to the ink in the trouiﬁ not being
gtirred prior to printing operations each day, The ink being
a pignent in suspension will, if not actively and continuou- |
sly stirred, allow the heavy pigment to settle so that, |
given enough time, the ink in the upper layers will have less |
of the pigment in the medium than the lower layers and con- -;
sequently the printings will differ, !

An interesting point that has come to light in this
study of inks 1s the probable reason for the appearance of
certain stamps, notably the 1 and 5 piastres of the 2nd
printing, that seem to heve en oily appesrance. It appears
that certain pigments react chemically wen in contact with
copper, the worst of these being Vermilion and to & lesser

THE LARGE 'MIM'/SHALL 'IM' MTyp

While engaged in & photographic study of the 1915 surcharge, it b&mmmw
lonably apparent to me that the Arabic letters 'min' were not identical in all posi-
tions of the setting, There were indeed two types of 'min', each froma different
font of type. This occurrence was apparently the result of a mixing together of the
letters of two styles of type, the typographer selecting them at random in setting
up his original matrix for the production of the overprinting forme. Because of
their appearance, I have termed them the Large Min and the Small Mim. Their charac-
teristics are as follows:

Large Mim (fig, 2) - The body of the letter is larger than that of its counter-
part, being somevhat squared in appearance. The foot is usually thin at the point
where it joins the body, g

If a diagonal line is drawn along the back of the body of the letter, and a
horizontal line is drawn from the base of the foot, on the same plane as the sur-
charge itself; the angle formed by the two lines is 69 degrees. This angle causes

the large Mim to stand higher in relation to the rest of the Arabic word than does
its counterpart.

Small Min (fig. 3) - The body of the letter is smaller, with a rounded appear-
ance. The foot appears to be thicker where it joins the body.

The angle formed by the two lines drawn as previously described is only 60
degrees, This lesser angle causes the Small Mim to appear shorter than its counter-
part, in that it fails to stand as high in relation to the rest of the Arabic word.

At first glance, the differences may not be readily perceived, but a few mom-
ents spent in comparison will accustom the eye to them. {2
Having made the discovery, I proceeded to examine examples of all of the over-

What indeed 1s the significance of the discovery, and what can the study of ghe
respective positions of the two letters in the various settings of the three {ggye
tel] the philatelist?

THE OCTOBER 1915 24 ON 3 SURCHARGE

Typographically surcharged by the Government Printing Works, Boulac, the {ssue
vas produced to make up a temporary shortage of 2u stamps (the domestic posteard
rate), Inscribed "2 M1liemes" din French and Arabic, the overprinted stamps were
widely used over a rather short period of time, The overprinting forme, of which
there was only one, vas composed of two blocks of 100 images each (10x10), separated
by a horizontal gutter. The Jm De la Rue stamp of 1914 was employed, 200 stamps be-
ing surcharged in a single pass through the printing press.

Studying the setting, one can identify the different types of surcharge in &
horizontal row, each being different from the next by virtue of the alignment of the
French and Arabic with one another, These ten original types are repeated vertically
in the setting tienty tines, It is obvious that an original matrix of ten {ndivid-
ually set cliches vas stereotyped repeatedly in order to produce the printing sur-
face, The ten types are further separated into two groups - those with Large Min and
those vith Snall Min, The former is found on types 1-3, 5-7 and 10, and the latter
shows dtself on types 4, 8 and 9. Although it s difficult to distinguish the ten
Lypes by nature of the subtle changes in alignment, the task becomes easier with the
add;:ti knowledge that there are two different Arabic letters to look for, One can
E;anil()::tisge hinself as to Fhe mslethod of production of the printing forne siaply
st of stame.

Typographically overprinted in English and Arabic by the Goverment Printing
Works, Boulac, on the Harrison and Sons regular issue stamps of 1921-3, the issue
conststs of 1n brown, 2a vernilion, Ju orange, 4u green, 5u pink, 10n deep blue, 10n
carmine, 15m blue (two types) and 50m red violet, The initials "0.H.E.M.5." signify
"on His Egyptian Majesty's Service", while the Arabic portion of the overprint means
"The Royal Egyptian Government", There were four settings used to print the mllﬂ'
stanps, and two settings used for the 50m value, Each setting consisted of a forme
of 100 images applied to panes of 100 stamps. The settings are as follows:

Setting A - Used for lm, Sn, 10m carmine and 15m (the 2nd type illustrated io
