L etters franked with the circular PORTO SAID/EGYPTEN circular date stamp
(illustrated below) are exceedingly rare. One cover, dated 6 November 1869
with a circular date stamp in blue, also carries the hand stamp FRANCO: this

was mailed to the Greek island of Syros, where a 20 lepta Greek stamp was
affixed on arrival as postage due.

THE 1919 EGYPTIAN EXPEDITIONAY FORCE
EMERGENCY AIR MAIL SEERVICE

INTRODUCTION

Geveral articles have been written on the 1919 Egyptian Expeditionary Force RAF
Emergency Air Mail Service, The present article brings into focus developments on
the Egyptian political scene, which created the need for this air mail service.

Background information comes from an article written by J.HLE. Gilbert, Dates of
service and quantities of mail flown have been updated where new information has

Several items flown to destinations outside of Egypt are mentioned and illustrated.

THE 1919 E.E.F, EMERGENCY AIR MAIL SERVICE
Eoypt having sided with Greal Britain against Turkey during the " World War,
expected that at the end of the conflict it would be granted the independence which

had eluded its people for centuries.

A nationalist movement under the leadership of Saad Zaghloul Pasha started organizing
demonstrations in favor of independence. The anceremonious response of the British
authorities was to exile Zaghloul Pasha to Malta. He was arrested on 8 March 1919,

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The headquarters of the R.A.F. were at the Heliopolis Aerodrome, which became
the center of the emergency air service, Mail to Alexandria was flown to Aboukir,
then by road to destination, The service also covered the Suez Canal area, with
mail flown to Suez and also, to Abou Suweir and from there by surface to fina}
destinations at Ismailia and Port Said.

Most mail was flown inside Egypt. Some was flown to Ramleh, in Palestine, Siy
covers are said to have heen addressed outside of the area of which one "civilian"
cover, No record exists of identified return air mail from Palestine.

The emergency air mail service lasted from Monday 17 March 1919 to 4 May
1919, Four different cachets are recognized o have heen used to identify air
mail, two from Cairo and two from Alexandria, Various types of aircraft were
used probably DH. 10 and DH.9 as wellas fighter planes.

Dug t0 paper shortage, the re-use of envelopes was encouraged. Thus, some air
mail covers are known to show multiple usage and markings, Due to the fact

that they were "stanpless" it is likely that the vast majority of items flown was
