The name of King Fuad Ist will always be linked to the evolution of the photogravure
printing process. Apart from the limited Bavarian set of 1914, and minor issues 19,1919
i Bulgaria and Czechoslovakia,the first Egyptian portrat issue, or what we call in@gypl
(Fuad araby), was the first stamp set ever printed using this then-new echnology on
such d laree scale
It was back on March [STH 1922, when Egypt was proclaimed a kingdotn, thal
Amed Fuad, Sultan of Egypt became King Fuad 1st. The government decided to
ssue 4 setof stamps bearing the king's portait to mark the official declaration of th
new independent kingdom. o

As an immediate measure, and until the new set of stamps had #gen
developed, it was decided to add an over-print in black to the existing sets of
amps consisting of the crown and the inscription the Kingdom of Egypt’ in Arabic.

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Pertoration of Definitive Issues by the
Survey Department

Magdi M. Abdel Hadi

The Egyptian survey department of Egypt started producing the postage stamps of Egypt
1925 after installing one of the most up to date establishments for printing stamps,
among the machinery installed was a printing press using the new Photogravare method
and a stroke perforating machine (perforator), these machines were
the same as those used by most reputable printing firms in England
lor printing stamps of Great Britatn and many other countries,

Principal of applymg perforation: There were two main principles for applying perforation
10 sheets al this tme; Stroke and Rotary. The Stroke perforation is affected by applying
pressure upon the sheets held on a flat support, while Rotary perforation is affected by
passing he sheets between rotating wheels or cylinders, the stroke machine used by the
survey Department uses comb perforator unit (head). This head contains pins that when
pressure 15 applied (o sheet those pins perforate the sheet, different heads were used each
had pins that were arranged in a different matrix to perforate different Stamp
sizes,these units were of single comb. That perforate three sides of

Simall and medium formats: All prints of these two formats were printed in sheets of

200 stamps, in two panes of 100 (10x10), each pane has the same control numbers and
they were always printed on the lower side of the left margin of each pane.
By studying the block control numbers of these formats we will realize that always the
ower and left margins of the sheels were imperforate while the top and right margins are

Public Custodian of Enemy '

Properties

The idea of the Public Custodian pops up
in many situations. For instance,when
countries come through wars, revolutions
rebellions, or any other exceptional
circumstances. The role of the Public
Custodian isto protet the country from 1t
enemy, thus money belonging (o citizens
of countries in state of war, is put under
custodianship o that those citizens can 1ol
support their fellow countries financially.
Somelimes. the custodianship is extended
(0 the citizens themselves, thus putting
them under arrest or supervision. In which
case the Public Custodian manages their
financial affairs and handcuffs them of
managing their own propertes [n another
situation. the idea of a Public Custodian
comes out in times of revolutions and
rehellions. When a new class comes [0
nower, especially 1f members of this class
e of the army, properties and financial
J(fairs of the ex-ruling class and s
qupporters re put under custodianship, and
their money is confiscated. In 2 similar
ctuation. when the political though of the
state undergoes major changes then
followers of opposing ines of thinking are
