Dr. Ward found out that in order to undertake the
massive project of printing almost 400,000,000 stamps
of the § milliemes denomination, the Survey of Egypt
produced 3 different types of die negatives and used
them in the production of the printing cylinders. This
resulted in the § basic Types based mainly on the pasting
of the central portrait medallion to the inner oval edge
of the frame (g 1), Pasting

The pasting was not always perfect in the sense that in some of the Types
some overlap happened that caused darkening of the brown colour along parts
of the oval edge of the medallion which can be seen with low magnification.
Furthermore, Dr. Werd assigned the S Types to their use whether in post office
sheets or 1n booklets as follows (fig 2):

As we can see, Types [11 and V were exclusive for booklet sheets and Type
[V was used for both booklets and post office sheets

Later, after the Palace sale m 1954 when complete booklet sheets were
discovered, Revell explained 2 main points concerning this stamp:

| The deployment of Dr. Ward's last 3 Types to the booklet sheets, those sheets
were produced 1n 2 panes of 60 stamps each 6 x 10 with the first 3 mlm;ms
upright stamps with upright watermarks then 3 columns of inverted stamps '-
obviously with inverted watermarks - followed by the interpane gutter then the
process was repeated again in the other pane. This created 20 tefe heche pairs and
10 tete beche gutter pairs 1n every sheet. When the sheet was split into 2 paneg
and cach pane cut longitudinally in the middle, the 3 right hand side columng in
cach pane were turned around 180 degrees, all the selvages became on the lef

Booklet sheets with all control numbers were used in the productior
of the pure § milliemes booklets but only the A/30 sheets were used for the
composite booklet containing also 10 milliemes and 15 milliemes stamps
Another fact pertaining to this situation is that a few of the AV30 booklet sheets
with die negative Types [l and V were fed into the printing machine upside
down 5o that Type 111 came out with upright watermarks while Type V came ou
with inverted ones, We can also see from the aforementioned that Type [V A was
ot used for the printing of booklet sheets i 1930,

It was a habit of the Postal Authorities to send to the Palace normal,
misperforated and cancelled back sheets of every plate number put o press, the
Palace sale catalogue published by Harmer in 1954 hists them but it 1$ not clear
whether there was an extra “package™ of the S milliemes stamp tn 1930 for the
composite booklet,

The following misperforated strip of 5 milliemes stamps (fig 5) shows

In Some Instances

In 1925, the Survey Department introduced the Ist Commemorative
production for the Geographical Congress which was an illustrated cover with
special postmark. Since then, 1llustrated covers and postmarks were consistently
provided and dealers were authorized to produce their own covers, as a resull
different tllustrations exist to commemorate the same event.

In most cases, no 1Hlustrated covers exist for Difinitives, Airmails, Officials
or Express stamps and to much less extent, for the Commemoratives, Most of
(hose 1ssues were found on plain covers with normal first day postmarks from
different offices.
